Summer
Term brings with it many varied opportunities for staff to meet parents and friends of the school and | was
particularly pleased to meet so many of our supporters at the Campaign Garden Party on Wednesday 7
July. It was an honour to meet so many of those who have, over the past few years, given their time,
thoughts and generous donations to our vision of the school’s future.

Visions tend to grow over time, to reflect the changing society in which we live. Those who have
supported the Campaign for some years will have seen our plans evolve through many stages to those
that we showcased at the Garden Party. More modest perhaps, than our initial blue-sky intentions, the
architect’s plans nevertheless reflect the current needs and requirements of our boys and staff. It is not
without significant planning and forethought from all levels within the school community that we have
now reached a point where we can put a spade in the ground and physically provide the first stage of
what we have promised to build. Our projected start date for building works for Phase | (Maths and Sixth
Form) is 27 September 2010.

Good quality buildings in working order are crucial not only to the boys who use them but also to the
teachers that lead the classes and our wide mix of after-hours classes on site. We want our school
community to continue to develop a love of learning and having buildings fit for purpose is a key element
in encouraging this.

Our Campaign balance currently stands at £1.1 million in pledges and £440,000 in banked funds. We are
grateful for all support we receive—if you would like to find out more about donating to the Campaign,
please fill in the response form at the end of this newsletter.

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The Campaign Board is delighted to announce that earlier in the Term, Project Design Architects were
officially appointed to oversee the plans and construction work for the Campaign buildings and that
subject to building permission, work on the Maths Block, to include a Sixth Form study suite, will
commence with the aim of completion by early next term. PD Architects are a local firm based in High
Wycombe and have in depth experience of working with schools, having previously designed for clients
such as Dr Challoner’s Grammar School and Beaconsfield High School.

Although initial plans suggested that it would be best to proceed with the building work of the gymnasium
and changing facilities as a first priority, with banked funds amounting to £440,000, the new plans allow
us to meet two out of the three Campaign building objectives with the capital received by building the
Maths Block and Sixth Form centre first.

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Benevolent Fund

The RGS Benevolent Fund collection takes place every Wednesday morning and raises around £8,000 each
year. Sometimes the collection is linked to an assembly presentation when a speaker from a charity or
organisation tells the school how the money they give will be used to benefit others. Other collections
might be for national appeals such as Jeans for Genes, Comic Relief, The British Legion Poppy Appeal, or
locally based organisations such as ROPE, m.a.d. and The Aces Wheelchair Basketball Club.

Each year we have an Oxfam Unwrapped Christmas appeal and raise over £2,000. The boys enjoy deciding
whether to 'buy' a couple of goats, a toilet or any of the other things on offer, and setting their form a
target to raise the required amount. This year we have responded to international disasters such as the
Haiti earthquake, sending four Shelter Boxes to help the survivors, in partnership with Princes Risborough
Rotary Club.

Since securing funding, RGS is delighted that work has commenced on the refurbishment of the Fives
Courts; all floors have been broken in preparation for new flooring, the side and back walls have been
raised a further two feet to accommodate a new roof, the first part of the roof structure is now in place
and further work to the roof began on 3 June 2010.

It is anticipated that all work to the Fives Courts will be finalised ready for the 2010/11 academic year in
the hope that the boys and local teams will be able to use the Courts from September.
